About the playgroup:

The aim of the playgroup is for the children to play, have fun, socialize and build new friendships in a safe, secure and clean environment.

Focus will be on their development of intellectual, social, fine and gross motor skills that will be achieved by following a daily programme including:

TERMS AND CONDITIONS OF ENROLMENT:

1. SCHOOL HOURS
School hours are 08h30 to 12h00. Your child is to be at school by 08h30 and collected no later than 12h15. This gives you some time if you are running a bit late!! Please do not wait too long to say goodbye in the mornings, as delayed departures tend to prolong the agony for an upset child. It is my policy to contact Moms or Dads if the child does not settle after a reasonable amount of time. Usually all is well within minutes. Please contact the school before 08h00 if your child is not able to attend for the day. 

To ensure the safety of your child, please notify me of any changes in the normal routine of their arrival and departure to and from school. No child will be handed over to any stranger unless notified well in advance by the parents. 

School terms coincide with those set out by the Department of Education. We will be closed on public holidays.

2. FEES
Fees are payable in advance at the beginning of each month. Payments are made from 1 January to 1 December. Please see attached letter for more details regarding the school fees. 

Children who are absent from school for whatever reason are still liable for fees. All Public Holidays are charged for. 

Cash payments are welcome and need to be placed in a sealed envelope with the child’s name clearly written on it. 

One calendar month’s written notice is required should you no longer wish your child to attend the school, otherwise a full month’s fees will be charged.

3. EVERYDAY BAG
Please ensure that the following is packed in your child’s bag everyday:

· A healthy snack and juice

· Enough nappies for the day

· Wetwipes

· Nappy bags

· A change of clothing (more than one pair if your child is potty training)

· A plastic bag to put wet/dirty clothes in 

· A sun hat

· Sunblock

· A5 book to be used as a diary

Please ensure that all belongings are clearly marked. Please make sure that your child’s bag is checked on a regular basis and filled with the necessary items. 

4. MEDICATION AND ILLNESS
Please do not send your child to school if he/she is sick. This includes a bad cough or cold. In the case of infectious illnesses, please notify the school immediately.

In the event of children becoming ill or hurt at school, the parents will be notified immediately. No medication will be given to your child at school unless personally arranged with the parents. Please give an additional contact person when filling in your application form.

5. ART FOLDERS
All artwork will be kept in your child’s art folder. I will supply each child with an art folder. This folder will be given to you at the end of each week. You may keep the artwork but please return the folder on the Monday.

6. TOYS
No toys are allowed at school – unless theme related and requested by the teacher.

School fees for 2011 are as follows:

Please note that payment needs to be made on 1 January and 1 December, even though your child does not attend school for a full calendar month during these two months.

Fees must be paid in full every month for 12 months regardless of public holidays and school holidays. If your child is away due to illness, holiday or for any other reason, fees are still due on or before the first of the month.

There is a daily rate of R70.00. If your child comes on any extra day your child will be charged at the daily rate.

A non-refundable deposit of R400.00 is required as an enrolment fee and will be utilized for school maintenance and stationery for the year. This is not applicable if your child is currently enrolled in the school or if an older brother/sister is in the school.
